Conl., without
shaping, until the front measures
the same as the back to the arm
hole, ending after a P. row.

SHAPE ARMHOLE: Cast off 7
sls. at the beg. of the next row,
then dec. 1 sl. al this same edge
every altermate row until 53 sts.

In the following
row cast on 3 sts. to replace those
cast off.

NECE BAND: Sew up the
shoulder seams. With the No. 12
needles and right side of work

on 26 sts. and work 3% ins. in K.
1, P. 1 rib. Chonge to MNo. 10
needles and conl. in st.-st., inc, 1
st. at both ends of every 6th row
until there are 80 sis. on the
neadle, then inc. every 10th row
until there are 96 stz. Work, with-
out shoping, until the sleeve
measures 184 ins. (or length re-
quired).

TO MAEKE UP

Press the work with a hot iran
over a damp cloth. Sew the front
borders into place at the sides of
the Fair [sle pattern. Sew sleeves
into armholes, gathering the extra
fullness at the top of the sleeve.
Sew up side and sleeve seams.
Presz all seoms. Sew on bultens
to correspend with buttonholas.
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
